A. Statement

1. On August 26, 1997, U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("USWC"), filed its Motion to Extend Remaining Procedural Sched-ule.  The motion requests that we extend certain procedural requirements herein.  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and MCI Telecommunications Corporation ("AT&T/MCI") have filed a joint response to the motion.  Additionally, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel ("OCC") has submitted its response to USWC's motion.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we will grant the Motion to Extend Remaining Procedural Schedule con-sistent with the discussion here.

AT&T/MCI and the OCC do not oppose USWC's request for an extension of the procedural schedule in this case, but suggest different schedules.
