I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of the Application filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("USWC"), pur-suant to Rule 57 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Pro-cedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1.  USWC is seeking to discontinue offering Select Call Routing to new cus-tomers.

2. USWC will continue to provide Select Call Routing to the six current customers of this service.  Presently, there are 41 lines over which this service is being offered.  Various alter-natives to this product, such as call forwarding -- variable, remote access forwarding, and market expansion line for customers with 1FBs or non-DID PBX trunks and Contingency Plan Service for DID PBX trunks and Centrex, are available to potential new cus-tomers.

3. USWC filed this application on July 25, 1997.  The Commission issued notice of the application and no petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, the matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 4 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

4. The Commission has reviewed the contents of the application and, being duly advised in the matter, finds that USWC has stated sufficient grounds to warrant the granting of the application.  USWC shall be permitted to change its tariffs to reflect the obsoletion of Select Call Routing to new customers.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed U S WEST Communications, Inc., to obsolete Select Call Routing to new customers is granted.

2. U S WEST Communications, Inc., is authorized to file an advice letter and tariff sheets in the form attached to the application on not less than one day’s notice.

3. The 20-day time period provided for by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day after the mailing or serving of this Decision and Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
