I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. Executone Information Systems (“Executone”) has filed an application for authority to have its certificate of public convenience and necessity canceled and to withdraw its tariff.

2. In support of its request, Executone states that it had one contract for providing service within Colorado.  That one contract was authorized to be transferred to AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., by Commission Decision No. C96-897, Docket No. 96A-319T, mailed August 23, 1996.
Discussion

Executone was authorized to provide non-optional operator service within Colorado by Commission Decision No. C93-455, Docket No. 93A-128T, mailed April 29, 1993.

We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

II. ORDER
The Commission Orders That:

The request for cancellation of certificate of public convenience and necessity and withdrawal of tariff is granted.

The 20-day time period provided in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application to the Commission for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the day after the Mailed Date of this Decision.
