I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of Advice Letter No. 23 filed by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. ("MCImetro").  Advice Letter No. 23 was filed on October 14, 1997 with a proposed effective date of October 15, 1997.  The advice letter is a compliance filing pursuant to Decision Nos. C97-958 and C97-1008.

2. Advice Letter No. 23 does not comply with the terms of these Decision Nos. C97-958 and C97-1008.  Specifically, in Decision No. C97-958, the Commission agreed that MCImetro need not offer resold business and residential services to the general market until an acceptable operational support system is functioning properly.  In Decision No. C97-1008, the Commission explained the circumstances under which these services are to be offered.  MCImetro was directed to commence limited testing of these local exchange services to a group of up to 3,000 employees on or before October 15, 1997.  Advice Letter No. 23 neither reflects the trial basis nature of the offering nor the employee only limitation.  For these reasons the Commission will reject Advice Letter No. 23.

3. The Commission points out that the following language would satisfy the Commission's concerns:


The Company will offer residential service on a trial basis to employees in accordance with Decision Nos. C97-958 and C97-1008 and then as further authorized by the Commission.


The Company will offer resold business service on a trial basis to employees in accordance with Decision No. C97-958 and C97-1008 and then as further authorized by the Commission.

In order to expedite this clarification to the tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 23, the Commission will permit MCImetro to make a compliance filing in accordance with this Order with an effective date of October 15, 1997.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter No. 23 filed by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., on October 14, 1997, is rejected.

2. MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. is authorized to make a compliance advice letter filing consistent with the above discussion on or before October 17, 1997.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
