I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 26, 1997, the Commission adopted Decision No. C97-330, mailed March 28, 1997.  That decision suspended the effective date of tariffs filed by Dubois Telephone Exchange, Inc. (“Dubois”), on February 27, 1997, with Advice Letter No. 4 for 120 days until July 30, 1997, or until further order of the Commission, and set the matter for hearing before an Admin-strative Law Judge.

2. On July 16, 1997, the Commission adopted Decision No. C97-717, mailed July 22, 1997, suspending the effective date of the tariffs in this Docket for an additional 90 days until October 28, 1997, or until further order of the Commission.

3. On October 9, 1997, Dubois filed Amended Advice Letter No. 4, attached to this Decision and Order as Exhibit 1, to change the effective date of the tariffs in this Docket to October 6, 1997, in order to allow more time for the hearing in this matter.  

Findings of Fact

The suspension periods in this Docket must be changed due to the change in the effective date of the tariffs in this matter.

Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariffs for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days, and the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission may suspend the effective date of the tariffs in this Docket for a maximum of 210 days until May 4, 1998.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first sus-enion period of 120 days, or February 3, 1998, the tariffs filed by Dubois will become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before May 4, 1998, the tariffs filed by Dubois will become effective by operation of law.

II. ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

The effective date of the tariffs filed by Dubois Telephone Exchange on October 9, 1997, pursuant to Amended Advice Letter No. 4, is, as of the adopted date of this Decision and Order, suspended for 120 days until February 3, 1998, or until further order of the Commission.

This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
