I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 22, 1997, American Communication Serv-ices of Colorado Springs, Inc. (“ACSI”), filed an application seeking Commission approval for certain proposed revisions and additions to its Local Exchange Services Tariff, Colo. P.U.C. Tariff No. 1, on less than statutory notice, in this instance, October 30, 1997.

B. Findings of Fact

1. ACSI seeks to change its tariff to reflect author-ity given to it by this Commission in Docket No. 96A-312T.  In that docket, Decision No. C96-1156 was entered granting ACSI a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services in those areas in which U S WEST Communications, Inc., currently provides local exchange telecommunications in and adjacent to Colorado Springs. 

2. On September 15, 1997, ACSI filed its local exchange tariff with the Commission. This tariff was allowed to go into effect by operation of law on October 16, 1997, after three amendments had been filed. 

3. In this now effective tariff, ACSI mistakenly pro-vided the Commission with tariff sheets listing exchange areas for which it does not currently have authority to operate and neglected to list the exchange area in which it does have oper-ating authority, namely the Colorado Springs area.

4. In this application, ACSI seeks to correct this problem of the exchange areas and also to update the Table of Contents to reflect the changes that were made in Advice Letter No. 1, as amended.

5. ACSI requests that these proposed changes become effective on less than 30 days notice.  ACSI explains that the way the tariff currently reads with respect to the exchange areas could be problematic for ACSI because:  (1) the tariff is cur-rently effective; and (2) ACSI plans to begin offering service in the near future in areas for which it has been granted operating authority, but are not listed in the effective tariff. The Com-mission agrees with this rationale and, in addition, believes that this filing is necessary to comply with the operating authority granted to ACSI in Decision No. C97-1156.

C. Conclusions

1. Based upon the record, the Commission finds good cause to grant this application as filed. By permitting this tariff change on less than statutory notice, ACSI’s local exchange telecommunications service tariff will be corrected to comply with the authority granted in Decision No. C97-1156.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The instant application filed by American Commu-nication Services of Colorado Springs, Inc., on October 22, 1997, to place a tariff into effect on less than statutory notice is granted.

2. American Communication Services of Colorado Springs, Inc., is authorized to file an advice letter, on not less than one day notice, to place the tariff sheets as attached to this Decision as Appendix A into effect on October 30, 1997, citing this Decision as its authority to do so.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
