I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On September 17, 1997, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), filed Advice Letter No. 2674.  The purpose of the filing is to revise exchange area boundaries for the Boulder and Lafayette-Louisville Exchange Areas.  Pursuant to the provisions of § 40-15-206(2), C.R.S. (rearrangements of exchange areas shall require a public hearing), we suspended the tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 2674 and set the proposals for hearing

On October 29, 1997, we held a hearing to deter-mine whether USWC’s proposed tariff changes “will promote the public interest and welfare and will not adversely impact the public switched network of the affected local exchange provider or such provider’s financial integrity.”  See § 40-15-206(2), C.R.S.  USWC appeared and presented the testimony of a witness who supported the exchange area revisions proposed in Advice Letter No. 2674.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we approve the tariff changes presented in Advice Letter No. 2674.

Findings and Conclusions

The revision to the Boulder Exchange Area proposed here correctly locates a current customer’s address as being served out of the Boulder exchange.  Since this customer is pres-ently served out of the Boulder exchange, there will be no effects on telephone service for that customer.  Similarly, the change to the Lafayette-Louisville Exchange Area is being made to correctly reflect that approximately 12 customers are currently served out of the Table Mesa wire center, instead of the Cotton-wood wire center.  As such, there will be no effect on the serv-ice provided to these customers.  USWC provided notice of the proposed tariff changes to all potentially affected customers.  No comments were submitted by any customers.

We find that the revisions to the exchange areas proposed in this Advice Letter and accompanying tariff sheets are in the public interest, promote the public welfare, and have no adverse effect on USWC’s financial integrity or the public switched network.  Therefore, the proposed rearrangements to exchange areas meet the criteria set forth in § 40-15-206(2), C.R.S.

Order

The Commission Orders That:

The exchange area rearrangements and map revisions proposed in Advice Letter No. 2674 are approved as just and rea-sonable.  U S WEST Communications, Inc., is authorized to file new tariff sheets implementing the proposals contained in Advice Letter No. 2674 on not less than one day notice.

The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.

This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
