I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Petition to Reopen Docket No. 97A-071R filed by the Town of Avon, Colorado (“Avon”) on October 16, 1997.  The petition requests that the Commission reopen this docket for the purpose of modifying Decision No. R97-556 (dated May 28, 1997) to authorize retention of existing improvements to a temporary at-grade crossing as a permanent crossing, or, in the alternative, construction of a permanent at-grade crossing at the crossing of West Beaver Creek Boulevard with the Denver and Rio Grande Western Railroad Company/Union Pacific tracks for the Avon Road.  No responses have been filed to Avon’s petition.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we will reopen this docket pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-112, C.R.S.

2. A copy of Avon’s petition is attached to this order.  Any person wishing to intervene
 in this proceeding shall file a request or notice of intervention consistent with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  Additionally, interested persons shall file comments or objections, including requests for hearing, regarding Avon’s petition to modify Decision No. R97-556 within ten days of the Mailed Date of this order.  A request for hearing shall be accompanied by a full explanation as to why a Commission ruling on the petition requires a hearing.  If no objection or request for hearing is filed within ten days of the Mailed Date of this order, the Commission may proceed to decide this matter without hearing and without opportunity for further comment.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition to Reopen Docket No. 97A-071R by the Town of Avon, Colorado is granted.

2. Interested persons shall filed requests for intervention and comments consistent with the above discussion within ten days of the effective date of this order.
