I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for consideration of the Motion For Specific Form of Notice filed by Sprint Communications Company L.P. ("Sprint") on November 17, 1997.  In the motion, Sprint requests that it be permitted to provide alternative notice of the application which is the subject of this docket.  As such, this is a motion under § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we will grant the motion.

2. In this matter, Sprint is requesting authority to provide all of its intraLATA telecommunications services it is authorized to provide throughout the State of Colorado, including 10XXX dialing services, including the specific form of relaxed regulation similar to that currently authorized for it for the provision of interexchange services and other part 3 services.  Sprint requests that it be permitted to provide notice of the application by means of a legal notice printed in the Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation as defined in Rule 4(b)(10) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, commencing within 15 days of November 17, 1997.  Sprint further states it will provide notice by first class mail to all providers of similar telecommunications services within 15 days of November 17, 1997, as required by Rule 4.2 of the Commission's Rules Regulating Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Service, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24.  The motion sets forth the specific language for the alternative notice.

3. The Commission finds that the motion states good cause for the requested relief and that the notice contains the information necessary to inform the public.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Specific Form of Notice filed by Sprint Communications Company L.P. on November 17, 1997, is granted.  Response time to this motion is waived.
