I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. On November 19, 1997, an administrative law judge ("ALJ") for the Commission issued Decision No. R97-1211:

· granting the authority to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 191 and 13348 from Boulder Airporter, Inc., 2560 49th Street, Boulder, Colorado 80301, to Boulder Shuttle, LLC, 7500 East 41st Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80216; and, 

· dismissing the formal complaint designated as Docket No. 97F-278CP filed against Boulder Airporter, Inc., by Rocky Mountain Shuttlines, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Supercoach, Ltd.  (Complainant alleges generally that Boulder Airporter, Inc.’s authority was in part abandoned or dormant.)

2. Pursuant to § 40‑6‑109(2), C.R.S., the Recommended Decision will become the decision of the Commission if no excep-tions are filed within 20 days after service of the ALJ's order.  However, § 40‑6‑109(2), C.R.S., permits the Commission to stay the Recommended Decision upon its own motion.  

3. The Commission will stay Decision No. R97-1211 on its own motion to allow for Commission review of the recom-mendation of the ALJ.  At a future Commissioners’ Meeting, the Commission shall review the ALJ's recommendation along with any exceptions filed within 20 days after Decision No. R97-1211 was mailed.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. In accordance with the provisions of § 40‑6‑ 109(2), C.R.S., Decision No. R97-1211, mailed November 19, 1997, is hereby stayed.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
