I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the applica-tion for reconsideration of Decision No. C97-1172 filed by Teligent, L.L.C. ("Teligent").

2. In Decision No. C97-1172, the Commission fully granted Teligent's application.  During the pendency of Teli-gent's application, Teligent merged with and into Teligent, Inc., a wholly owned subsidiary, in order to facilitate an initial pub-lic offering.  Thus, Teligent is no longer in a position to accept those portions of Decision No. C97-1172 which granted it authority to provide emerging competitive services, including Switched Access, IntraLATA Toll, and InterLATA Toll, throughout the State of Colorado.

3. The Commission finds Teligent's request to be rea-sonable in light of the Commission's rules regarding transfers of certificates of public convenience and necessity to provide emerging competitive services and will, therefore, strike Order-ing Paragraph No. A.6 of Decision No. C97-1172.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for reconsideration filed by Teli-gent, L.L.C., is granted.

2. Ordering Paragraph No. A.6 of Decision No. C97-1172 is stricken.  The certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide emerging competitive (Part III) telecommuni-cations services granted to Teligent, L.L.C., is hereby with-drawn.

3. All portions of Decision No. C97-1172 regarding the grant of a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services to Teligent, L.L.C., remain in full force and effect.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision and Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
