I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of the com-pleteness of the application and supplemental application filed by Internet Communications Corporation ("ICC").  ICC has requested additional time through and including December 17, 1997 within which to further supplement its application. 

In accordance with Rule 70(a) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1, the Commission must determine the issue of com-pleteness within 15 days of the expiration of the notice period or the date the application was last supplemented.  In this instance, that date is December 9, 1997.

ICC has applied for a certificate to provide local exchange telecommunications service ("CPLE") and has filed its notice of intent to exercise operating authority pursuant to the Commission's Rules Regulating the Authority to Offer Local Exchange Telecommunications Services, 4 CCR 723-35.  These rules require ICC to file either a form tariff or terms and conditions to be added to a price list.

ICC‘s filing as submitted did not contain condi-tions.  ICC stated that it needs until December 17, 1997 to pre-pare and submit a comprehensive form tariff to satisfy Commission requirements.  In light of the above, the Commission will deem the application incomplete but will not reject it.  Instead, the Commission will extend the automatic deeming date to December 31, 1997.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The instant application filed by Internet Communi-cations Corporation is deemed incomplete.

The operation of Rule 70(a) of the Commission's Rule of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, concerning automatic deeming is hereby suspended for the instant application.  The automatic deeming date for this appli-cation shall be December 31, 1997.
