I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. On November 17, 1997, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed its application in this pro-ceeding for authorization to provide electric service under con-tract.  This application has been filed under the provisions of § 40-3-104.3, C.R.S.  According to subsection 40-3-104.3(1)(b), C.R.S., the Commission is required to issue its decision on the application within 30 days of its filing.  However, the Commis-sion may, for good cause shown, extend the time for decision by 15 days, or, in extraordinary circumstances, for an additional 30 days beyond the 15-day extension.

Highline Electric Association (“Highline”) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention in this matter on November 24, 1997.  In that pleading, Highline requests that the application be set for hearing.  At our December 5, 1997 Weekly Meeting, we assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) to conduct further proceedings herein.  Since this matter has been referred to an ALJ for further proceedings, we find that good cause exists to extend the time for decision by 15 days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The time for decision in this case is extended 15 days to January 2, 1998.
