I. by the commission

Statement

On November 25, 1997, Teligent, Inc. (“Appli-cant”), filed an application for a Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide the following Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services:  Switched Access, InterLATA Toll and IntraLATA Toll services as defined in § 40-15-301(2), C.R.S.

The Commission issued notice of this application on December 2, 1997.  Any person desiring to intervene or par-ticipate as a party in this proceeding was to file his or her petition for leave to intervene within ten days after the date of the notice, in this instance December 12, 1997.  There were no interventions.

Findings of Fact

The Applicant is a Delaware corporation authorized to do business in Colorado, and will provide its emerging competitive telecommunications services under the tradename “Teligent” or “Teligent, Inc.”.

Teligent, Inc., was incorporated in the State of Delaware on September 26, 1997.  A certificate from the Colorado Secretary of State dated November 6, 1997 acknowledging that Applicant is authorized to do business in Colorado was submitted with the application.

Applicant’s switched access, interLATA toll, and intraLATA toll services will be offered on a state-wide basis.  

The services to be offered will be over facilities owned by Applicant or through resale.

The application complies with Rule 3 of the Part Three Rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24.  Thus, the Applicant has stated sufficient grounds to warrant the approval of its application as discussed herein.  The Commission finds that the issuance of a CPCN, under the conditions outlined above, will be consistent with the legislative intent stated in § 40-15-101, C.R.S.

The Commission further finds that Applicant should be required, as a condition of its certificate, to comply with all statutory and regulatory requirements applicable to telephone utilities or telecommunications providers subject to the juris-diction of the Commission, unless and until the Commission authorizes relaxed regulatory treatment for Applicant pursuant to § 40-15-302(2), C.R.S., or as otherwise authorized by law.

Applicant is not seeking relaxed regulatory treat-ment in this application

No specific form of relaxed regulation shall be granted as a result of this order.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

The application submitted by Teligent, Inc., for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Emerg-ing Competitive Telecommunications Services consisting of switched access, interLATA toll, and intraLATA toll is deemed complete. 

Teligent, Inc.,  by this Decision and Order, is granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for state-wide authority to provide switched access, interLATA toll, and intraLATA toll.

Teligent, Inc., is required to file applicable tariffs within 30 days of the effective date of this Order.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within 30 days of the effective date of this Decision and Order, the Commission may grant Teligent, Inc., additional time within which to file tariffs and price lists, if applicable.

As a result of this Order, Teligent, Inc., receives neither firm-specific nor any general form of relaxed regulation.  However, Teligent, Inc., is eligible to apply for a specific form of relaxed regulatory treatment pursuant to Rules 4 and 5 of The Rules Regulating Emerging Competitive Telecommunica-tions Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-24.

The Certificate of Public Convenience and Neces-sity to be granted herein is subject to all applicable Colorado statutes, Commission rules, regulations, and procedures.
