ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF COMPLIANCE TARIFFS

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

On December 10, 1997, Lake Durango Water Company Inc. (“Lake Durango”), filed Advice Letter No. 3 accompanied by tariff pages.  That filing was made in purported compliance with Decision No. C97-1302 mailed December 5, 1997.  Included in those tariff pages are provisions that restrict the gallon usage of certain customers of Lake Durango.  Also absent from the provi-sions are rates in the tariffs for certain other wholesale or bulk customers or future customers.

Tariff Sheets 4 and 5 contain language that restricts gallon usage for Durango West Metropolitan Districts 1 and 2 to 750,000 gallons per month and 3,250,000 gallons per month respectively.  The gallon usage maximums were not a part of the Commission orders in this proceeding.  Therefore, we will direct Lake Durango to file new tariff sheets to delete this language. Specifically, the new Tariff Sheet 4 shall NOT contain the language “. . . up to a maximum of 750,000 gallons per month. Durango West Metropolitan District No. 1 shall be allowed a maxi-mum purchase of 750,000 gallons per month at this rate.” 

Also, new Tariff Sheet 5 shall not contain the language “. . . up to a maximum of 750,000 gallons per month.  Durango West Metropolitan District No. 2 shall be allowed a maxi-mum purchase of 3,250,000 gallons per month at this rate.”

In addition, Decision No. R97-969 set the rate for wholesale and bulk customers separate from individual residential consumers. The rates in the tariff sheets contain rates spe-cifically identified for Durango West Metropolitan Districts 1 and 2 but not for other customers who receive or in the future may receive water in bulk or wholesale arrangements.  Lake Durango shall add an appropriate paragraph to its tariff to include these customers.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., shall file cor-rected tariff pages effective on one day notice in accordance with the above discussion.  This filing shall be made within seven days of the Mailed Date of this Decision.

The gallon limitations provisions of the tariff sheets that were inconsistent with Commission Decisions shall not be enforced.

 The Commission may issue further orders to ensure Lake Durango Water Company, Inc., complies with all Commission directives in this case.

This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
