I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. On November 24, 1997, FoxTel, Inc. ("FoxTel"), filed its application for variance from the Rules Prescribing Principles for Costing and Pricing of Regulated Services of Telecommunications Service Providers, 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions 723‑30 ("Rules").  FoxTel, in its application, seeks a waiver of the Rules' requirements that it file certain cost stud-ies in support of service rate proposals to the Commission.  Spe-cifically, on November 21, 1997, FoxTel filed Advice Letter No. 1 concerning its rates for all operator assisted calls.  FoxTel followed with an Amended and Second Amended Advice Letter No. 1, filed on December 17, 1997 and December 22, 1997, respectively.

2. Since the proposals of Advice Letter No. 1 as amended, comply with Commission rules, the application for var-iance is unnecessary.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

The application filed by FoxTel, Inc., for var-iance from the Rules Prescribing Principles for Costing and Pric-ing of Regulated Services of Telecommunications Service Pro-viders, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-30, is denied as moot.
