I. STATEMENT

A. On December 16, 1996, Intervenor, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc. (“Shamrock Taxi”), filed an objection to the witness and exhibit list filed by Applicant, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (“Dashabout”) on December 12, 1996.  Shamrock Taxi states that Applicant has filed a list of seven potential witnesses in its pleading without specifying addresses, telephone numbers, or other type of identification that could assist in the discovery which Shamrock Taxi intends to pursue.  Shamrock Taxi requests that the Commission strike the witness list or in the alternative disallow the testimony of the witnesses unless Applicant can provide pertinent information leading to reasonable discovery on the part of Shamrock Taxi at least 30 days prior to hearing.

B. No response to the motion was filed.

C. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Shamrock Taxi will be granted.  Dashabout shall, within 15 days of the mailing date of this Order, provide pertinent information to counsel for Shamrock Taxi.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That

1. The motion of Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and Shamrock Shuttle, Inc., is granted consistent with this Order.  Failure of Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express to supply counsel for Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and Shamrock Shuttle, Inc., with pertinent information relating to discovery with respect to the witnesses, such as telephone numbers within 15 days of the mailing date of this Order, will result in the striking of the witness list and the disallowance of the testimony of said witnesses.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
