statement of the case


By application filed September 13, 1996, Cheryl L. Bowman, doing business as KIDDs seeks a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier for the transportation of children between ages 4 and 18 years of age in the greater Denver metropolitan area.  On October 21, 1996, the Commission sent notice to all who might to desire to protest, object, and intervene.


On November 1, 1996, Kids Wheels, Ltd., Liability Co. entered its intervention.  On November 14, 1996, Denver Taxi, LLC and Denver Shuttle, LLC entered their interventions.


Pursuant to notice, the matter came on for hearing on January 22, 1997 before Administrative Law Judge Arthur G. Staliwe.  At the commencement of the hearing, counsel for Denver Taxi and Denver Shuttle along with Ms. Bowman tendered a proposed restrictive amendment limiting the geographic area to be served, which restrictive amendment was concurred in by Kids Wheels on January 30, 1997.  With that, the matter became eligible for treatment under the Commission’s modified procedure docket.  An appropriate order will enter.


order


The Commission Orders That:


Cheryl L. Bowman, doing business as KIDDs is hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service between all points within the fol-lowing described area:


Beginning at the intersection of Hampden Avenue and Parker Road, as extended, then southeast along Parker Road to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, thence west along Lincoln Avenue to its intersection with Santa Fe Drive, thence north along Santa Fe Drive to its intersection with Hampden Avenue, thence east along Hampden Avenue to the point of beginning.

RESTRICTIONS:


This certificate is restricted to the transportation of children between 4 and 18 years of age.


Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.


This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  


As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  


If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.


If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.


If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit.
