STATEMENT, findings, and conclusions


This is a civil penalty assessment proceeding in which both parties are represented by counsel.  On February 3, 1997, the Respondent Express Shuttle, Inc., moved to vacate and reset the hearing to March 20 or 21, 1997, on the grounds that its counsel has a scheduling conflict and that the parties are dis-cussing settlement.  The Respondent also moved for a waiver of response time to the substantive motion.


The Respondent’s motion affirmed that counsel for Staff had no objection to the continuance.  The motion to waive response time is therefore granted.   This is the first request for continuance by either party, and granting it may facilitate settlement.  Therefore, the motion to vacate and reset will also be granted.
