statement


On January 30, 1997, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (“Appli-cant”) filed a Motion to Dismiss the Intervention of Mohammad Irshad Khan and Iftikhar Ahmed Khan, doing business as Broomfield Transportation.


The Motion to Dismiss the Intervention of Broomfield Transportation is moot since on January 22, 1997, Broomfield Transportation filed a letter with the Commission withdrawing its intervention.


On January 31, 1997, Applicant filed a Motion to Deny the Intervention of Greeley Airport Shuttle, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Shuttle (“Rocky Mountain Shuttle”).  Applicant argues that the authority of Rocky Mountain Shuttle does not overlap the authority requested by Applicant herein.


On January 31, 1997, Rocky Mountain Shuttle filed a Response in Opposition to the Motion.  Rocky Mountain Shuttle contends that on the basis of the application filed by Applicant, the authority requested in the application overlaps the authority held by Rocky Mountain Shuttle.  It is found that the motion of Applicant to dismiss the intervention of Rocky Mountain Shuttle has merit and will be granted.  The Notice of Applications Filed, published on December 16, 1996 governs the extent of possible authority to be granted by the Commission.  It is noted that the Notice contains different language than contained in the applica-tion. The Notice of requested authority does not overlap with Rocky Mountain Shuttle’s operating authority.  Therefore the Motion to Dismiss the Intervention of Rocky Mountain Shuttle will be granted.


On January 31, 1997, Applicant filed a Motion to Dis-miss the Intervention of Boulder Airporter, Inc. (“Boulder Air-porter”).  Applicant contends that Boulder Airporter does not provide service in the geographic area that Applicant seeks to serve in the instant application.


On February 12, 1997, Boulder Airporter filed a Response Objecting to the Motion.


Comparing the authority requested by Applicant in the Notice of December 16, 1996, with the authorities held by Boulder Airporter, it is found that there exists a conflict between Boulder Airporter’s authorities and the proposed service area by Applicant.  The motion will be denied.


On January 29, 1997, Boulder Airporter filed a Motion to Vacate and to Reschedule the Hearing Date currently scheduled at the Commission’s hearing room in Denver on March 18, 1997.  Counsel for Boulder Airporter states that he has a conflict in scheduling since he is required to be before the Boulder District Court in trial on another matter on that date.


On January 31, 1997, Rocky Mountain Shuttle filed a Response to the motion wherein it indicates that it has no objec-tion to the rescheduling of the hearing.


On February 7, 1997, Applicant filed a Reply to the Motion to Vacate and Reset.  Applicant states that it has no objection to rescheduling the hearing.  Applicant also requests that the new date be rescheduled in Fort Morgan, Colorado.


On February 14, 1997, Intervenor North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc. filed a reply to the motion to vacate, stating that it has no objection to the motion, provided that Intervenor’s witness be permitted to testify in Denver at a later time. 


Good cause having been shown by Boulder Airporter, the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule the hearing will be granted.

It Is Ordered That:


Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express’ Motion to Dismiss the Intervention of Broomfield Transportation is moot and accordingly denied.


The motion of Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express to dismiss the intervention of Greeley Airport Shuttle, doing business as Rocky Mountain Shuttle is granted.


The motion of Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express to dismiss the intervention of Boulder Airporter, Inc., is denied.


The motion of Boulder Airporter, Inc., to vacate and reschedule the hearing is granted.


The hearing currently scheduled for March 18, 1997 is vacated.


Counsel for Boulder Airporter, Inc., shall contact all parties of record for the purpose of coordinating dates for rescheduling the hearing for two days, one day in Fort Morgan, Colorado, and one day at the Commission’s offices in Denver, Colorado. Counsel for Boulder Airporter, Inc., shall, within 15 days of the mailing date of this Order, notify the Commission of acceptable dates for the rescheduling of the hearing.
