I. statement

A. By Decision No. C96-1029, September 26, 1996, Applicant Albert Rivera, doing business as Running Rabbit Pedi-Cab (“Runn-ing Rabbit”) was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”) to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle.  Ordering paragraph no. 6 of that decision required Running Rabbit to cause to be filed with the Commission, cer-tificates of insurance as required by Commission rules prior to the commencement of operations, but not later than March 1, 1997.

It further indicated that for good cause shown, the Commission could grant additional time for compliance.

On March 4, 1997, Running Rabbit filed its Motion for Extension of Time.  Running Rabbit seeks an extension to and including March 10, 1997 within which to file the required certificates of insurance.  As grounds for the motion, it is stated that Running Rabbit made an insurance premium payment before February 28, 1997 and was told by Philip Insurance Agency several times that it would arrange for a timely filing of the certificates of insurance.  However, on March 5, 1997 at 2:45 p.m., the insurance agent involved notified Running Rabbit for the first time that the insurance certificate had not been filed.  Applicant then contracted with another insurance agent who assured Running Rabbit that proof of insurance would be filed with the Commission no later than March 10, 1997.  Finally, Applicant notes that it is not operating and the public will not be harmed by granting this extension.

Good grounds having been shown, the extension should be granted.  Applicant may not operate until proper proof of insur-ance is on file with this Commission.

II. order

It Is Ordered That:

Albert Rivera, doing business as Running Rabbit Pedi-Cab, Denver, Colorado, shall have until March 10, 1997 to cause to be filed with the Commission, certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Rivera shall not operate prior to proof of insurance being filed with this Commission.

This Order shall be effective immediately.
