I. statement

A. By Decision No. R97-250-I, March 11, 1997, Applicant Albert Rivera, doing business as Running Rabbit Pedi-Cab (“Runn-ing Rabbit”) was ordered to file with the Commission, certifi-cates of insurance as required by Commission rules no later than March 10, 1997.  On March 10, 1997, Running Rabbit filed its Motion for Extension of Time.  As grounds for the motion, Running Rabbit states that it has contracted for insurance and its new agent, Insurance and Bonding Associates has placed the insurance with Progressive Insurance Company.  However, the Form E filing to be made with this Commission showing proof of insurance cannot be made until March 17, 1997.  Attached to the motion was a let-ter from the insurance agent substantiating these claims.  There-fore the movant seeks an extension of time to and including March 17, 1997 within which to file its proof of insurance.

B. Good grounds having been shown, the request should be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Albert Rivera, doing business as Running Rabbit Pedi-Cab, Denver, Colorado, shall have until March 17, 1997 to cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Rivera shall not operate prior to proof of insurance being filed with this Commission.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
