I. statement

On March 10, 1997, Applicant Dial and Save of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Dial and Save (“Dial and Save”), filed its Motion for Variance.  By this request, Dial and Save seeks a variance from the Commission’s rule which requires that a metes and bounds description and a map of the territory to be served by the Applicant be filed with the Commission.  Dial and Save is requesting this variance because U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), the dominant incumbent provider of local exchange services has not filed a metes and bounds description and Dial and Save’s proposed local service territory mirrors that of U S WEST.  Dial and Save agrees to provide a metes and bounds description within 30 days of the filing of those descriptions by U S WEST.

Dial and Save further requests a variance of the requirement that it file exchange area maps of its entire pro-posed service territory.  Such maps are quite voluminous.  Dial and Save seeks to be permitted to file area maps for the exchanges for which it intends to provide services when it files its Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority.

No response to the motion was filed.  Good grounds hav-ing been shown, the motion should be granted.

II. Order

It Is Ordered That:

Dial and Save of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Dial and Save is granted a variance from a portion of Rule 4.1.12 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating the Authority to Offer Local Exchange Telecommunications Services, 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions 723-35.  Dial and Save of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Dial and Save shall provide a metes and bounds description of the territory sought to be served within 30 days of the filing of metes and bounds descriptions by U S WEST Communications, Inc.

Dial and Save of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Dial and Save is also granted a variance of the portion of the requirement of that same rule which requires filing of exchange maps for its entire proposed service territory.  However, Dial and Save of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Dial and Save shall file area maps for the exchanges in which it intends to pro-vide local exchange telecommunications service when it files its notice of intent to exercise operating authority.

This Order Shall be effective immediately.
