I. Statement

A. This proceeding was instituted by the issuance of Deci-sion No. C97-199, February 21, 1997.  By that decision, the Com-mission suspended tariffs filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., under Advice Letter No. 2651 and set the matter for a hearing to be held on June 16, 1997.  In addition, the Commission determined that interventions were to be filed within 30 days of the date of the order or no later than March 24, 1997.

B. On March 25, 1997, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), filed their Late-Filed Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  AT&T seeks to intervene as of right and states its grounds for such an intervention.  However, the pleading states no cause for the untimeliness.  AT&T shall have ten days from the effective date of this order to supplement its pleading with a statement of good cause for the untimeliness of the filing.

It Is Ordered That:

AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., shall have ten days from the effective date of this Order to supplement its Late-Filed Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention to include a statement of good cause for the untimely filing.
