I. Statement

A. On February 5, 1997, KOA Colorado Springs South, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed the captioned application.

B. On February 10, 1997, the Commission issued notice of the application as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire of the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limou-sine service,

between the facilities of Colorado Springs South KOA, located at 8100 Bradley(sic) Drive, in Fountain, Colorado, on the one hand, and the following named points on the other hand:  Pikes Peak, Garden of the Gods, Seven Falls, and Royal Gorge, Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

This application is restricted to providing service which both originates and terminates at the facilities of Colorado Springs South KOA.

On March 20, 1997, Applicant filed a Motion to Amend the Applica-tion so that the requested authority would read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, on call-and-demand sight-seeing service,

between the facilities of KOA Colorado Springs South, located at 8100 Bandley Drive, Fountain, Colorado, on the one hand, and the following named points on the other hand:  Pikes Peak, Garden of the Gods, Seven Falls, Old Colorado City, Manitou Springs, Air Force Academy, Olympic Training Center, and Royal Gorge, Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

This application is restricted to providing service for patrons of KOA Colorado Springs South and such service shall both originate and terminate at the facilities of KOA Colorado Springs South.

The Motion to Amend the Application pursuant to Rule 22E of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and Rule 15 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure is granted.  The amended appli-cation was renoticed in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed, dated March 24, 1997.
