I. statement

A. By joint motion for acceptance of restrictive amend-ments filed March 26, 1997, applicant and intervenor Gateway Transportation proposed the following restrictive amendments, so that the extended authority in its entirety would read as fol-lows:


I.
Transportation of



passengers in call-and-demand limousine serv-ice



between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, points in Douglas County, Colorado, lying within one mile of the intersection of U.S. I-25 and Colorado State Highway C-470.


II.
Transportation of



passengers in scheduled limousine service



between points in El Paso County, State of the Colorado, on the one hand and on the other hand, points in Douglas County, State of Colorado subject to the following restrictions:  (a) applicant shall not serve between the Colorado Springs Airport and inter-mediate points on U.S. I-25 and Douglas County, State of Colorado; and, (b) applicant shall not serve between Castle Rock, Colorado, on the one hand and, on the other hand, points lying within a one mile radius of the intersection of U.S. I-25 and CSHC-470.

RESTRICTIONS:  Items I and II are:


(a)
Restricted against service to or from the Colorado Springs Airport, in Colorado Springs, Colo-rado; and


(b)
Restricted to the use of vehicles with a man-ufacturer’s rated seating capacity of ten (10) or more passengers, plus the driver.

This office notes that the restriction prohibiting applicants from serving between the Colorado Springs Airport and inter-mediate points on Interstate Highway I-25 in Douglas County is redundant of the greater restriction against service of any kind to and from the Colorado Springs Airport itself.  And, the pro-posed restriction against service between Castle Rock on the one hand and points within a one mile radius of I-25 and C-470 on the other hand is not even within the ambit  of the application.  No part of the application calls for the provision of service between points in Douglas County (such as Castle Rock) and points in Arapahoe County (the radials of the intersection of I-25 and C-470).  Accordingly, the first two proposed restrictions are rejected as being totally unnecessary.

The Commission Orders That:

Ramblin’ Express, Inc., is hereby granted a cer-tificate of public convenience and necessity for the transporta-tion of passengers as follows:


A.
Transportation of



passengers in call-and-demand limousine serv-ice



between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand and, on the other hand, points in Douglas County, State of Colorado, lying within one mile of the intersection of Interstate High-way I-25 and Interstate Highway C-470


B.
Transportation of



passengers in scheduled limousine service



between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand and on the other hand, points in Douglas County, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  Items A and B are:


(a)
Restricted against service to or from the Colorado Springs Airport in Colorado Springs, Colorado;


(b)
Restricted to the use of vehicles with man-ufacturer’s rated seating capacity of ten (10) or more passengers, plus the driver.

Henceforth the full and complete authority under PUC No. 47966 shall be and read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage:


I.
on schedule, between Pueblo, Colorado, on the one hand, and Cripple Creek, Colorado, on the other hand;


II.
in charter service, between Pueblo, Colorado, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points in the State of Colorado;


III.
on schedule between points in the Counties of El Paso, Pueblo, Teller, Fremont, and Douglas, Colo-rado, on the one hand, and Cripple Creek, Colorado, on the other hand; 


IV.
in call-and-demand limousine service, between points in Douglas County, Colorado, on the one hand, and Cripple Creek, Colorado, on the other hand;


V.
in call-and-demand limousine service between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand and, on the other hand, points in Douglas County, State of Colorado, lying within one mile of the inter-section of Interstate Highway I-25 and interstate High-way C-470.


VI.
in scheduled limousine service between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand and on the other hand, points in Douglas County, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This certificate is restricted as fol-lows:


A.
Item (I) is restricted against any transpor-tation originating or terminating within a 30-mile radius of Salida, Colorado, and against transportation that originates or terminates with Lake County, Colo-rado.


B.
All scheduled service is restricted to serv-ing points named in the carrier’s filed schedule.


C.
Items V and VI are restricted against service to or from the Colorado Springs Airport in Colorado Springs, Colorado;


D.
Items V and VI are restricted to the use of vehicles with manufacturer’s rated seating capacity of ten (10) or more passengers, plus the driver.

Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commis-sion certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issu-ance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
