I. statement

A. By application filed December 20, 1996, Gateway Trans-portation seeks to extend its existing authority to include call-and-demand limousine service between points in El Paso County and points in other counties throughout the State of Colorado.  On December 30, 1996, the Commission sent notice to all who might desire to protest, object, or intervene.

B. Thereafter, on January 6, 1997, Durango Transportation intervened, as did Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs.  On January 10, 1997, Chaffee Transit intervened.  On January 22, 1997, Alpine Express, Inc., and Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., filed their intervention.

C.   Originally scheduled for hearing on March 19, 1997 in Colorado Springs, Colorado, just prior to the hearing date var-ious intervenors withdrew their interventions premised upon set-tlement negotiations, and applicant waived the time limits for processing the application in order to vacate the scheduled hear-ing and allow paperwork to be filed with the Commission.  On March 25, 1997, applicant filed the last restrictive amendment, followed by a release of attorney’s lien on April 1, 1997.

D. A review of the file reflects a request by the appli-cant to serve from the Colorado Springs area to ski areas located along the Front Range as well as in southwestern Colorado, to include points such as Vail, Aspen, Purgatory, etc.  Pursuant to the restrictive amendments, applicant will provide service between El Paso County and points in Chaffee, Eagle, Grand, Pitkin, Summit, and San Miguel Counties, while it may only engage in one way transportation of passengers from El Paso County to points in La Plata County.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Gateway Transportation, LCC, doing business as The Front Range Connection is hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the following:

B.

from points in El Paso County to points in La Plata County, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

Parts A and B are restricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of eight passengers or greater, excluding the driver.

2. Henceforth the full and complete authority under PUC No. 54916 shall be and read as follows:


I.
Transportation of



passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service,



between Colorado Springs Airport in Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the one hand and all points within the following described Denver metropolitan area on the other hand:  beginning at the intersection of Hampden Avenue and Sheridan Boulevard; thence east along Hampden Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Chambers Road; south along Chambers Road, as extended, to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Sheridan Boulevard, as extended; thence north along Sheridan Boulevard, to the point of beginning.  Applicant is further author-ized to serve all intermediate points along U.S. Hig-hway I-25 between Monument, Colorado, and the inter-section of Lincoln Avenue and U.S. Highway I-25 in Douglas County; and the off route points of Franktown and Sedalia, Colorado.


II.
Transportation of

between points in El Paso County on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in Chaffee, Eagle, Grand, Pitkin, Summit, and San Miguel Counties, State of Colorado.


III.
Transportation of



passengers in call-and-demand limousine serv-ice



from points in El Paso County to points in La Plata County, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

Parts II and III are restricted to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of eight passengers or greater, excluding the driver.

3. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commis-sion certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issu-ance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Appli-cant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering para-graph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant addi-tional time for compliance.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
