I. statement

A. On April 21, 1997, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), filed its Withdrawal of Advice Letter.  U S WEST, in this pleading, states that it requests that Advice Letter No. 2651, proposing to introduce full toll denial in Colorado, and the accompanying tariff sheets filed on January 24, 1997 be withdrawn.

B. Rule 22(h)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure provides as follows:

Dismissal or Withdrawal of Tariffs and Advice Letters.

Any advice letter or other filing stating a change to, including additions, the tariff of any public utility may be voluntarily withdrawn upon notification to the Commission, if such advice letter or other filing has not yet been set for hearing and suspended by the Commission.  After suspension, a filing stating any change to a tariff may dismissed or withdrawn by the filing utility only upon motion and approval by the Commission.  In ruling upon a Motion for Dismissal or Withdrawal, the Commission shall consider whether good cause is stated, and whether other parties would be prejudiced by such dismissal or withdrawal.

Since the tariff sheets accompanying Advice Letter No. 2651 have been suspended and the matter set for hearing, the filing may be withdrawn only upon motion and approval by the Commission.  U S WEST has not filed a motion setting forth any grounds for withdrawal of the tariff sheets and advice letter.  U S WEST shall have ten days from the effective date of this order to comply with Rule 22(h)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. U S WEST Communications, Inc., shall have ten days from the effective date of this Order to file a motion setting forth good cause to withdraw Advice Letter No. 2651 and accom-panying tariff sheets.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
