I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. This application was filed on April 7, 1997.  The Commission gave notice of it on April 21, 1997.  The Application is noticed as follows:

For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the counties of Montrose, Delta, and Ouray, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted to the transportation of Medicaid recipients.

B. On May 8, 1997, Applicant Tina Mayer D/B/A Tele‑Care (“Tele‑Care”) and Delta Transit Company (“Delta”) filed their Stipulated Motion for Rephrasing the Authority Being Sought and for Withdrawal of Intervention.  By this request the Applicant seeks to amend her request for authority in a fashion that will satisfy the interest of Delta Transit Company and cause it to withdraw.  The applicants suggest that the request for Authority be amended so that it is as follows.

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service, in the counties of Montrose, Delta, and Ouray.  This application is restricted to the transportation of Medicaid recipients.  Also, restricted to transportation of Non-Medical trips in Delta, [sic] County.

C. Assuming that the phrase “Delta, County” means Delta County and that the comma is extraneous, the proposed amendment must be rejected.  A restriction on a common carrier certificate that would prohibit a passenger carrier from transporting people who needed medical care is against public policy and can not be accepted.  Therefore the stipulated motion is denied.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The stipulated motion filed May 8, 1997, by the Applicant and Delta Transit Company is denied.

2. This Order should be effective immediately.
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
