I. statement

A. On May 19, 1997, Applicant Greater Colorado Springs Transportation Company, doing business as Yellow Cab and Inter-venor Boulder Airporter, Inc. (“Airporter”), filed their Stipula-tion for Amendment of Application and for Withdrawal of Interven-tion.  By this stipulation, Applicant seeks to amend its applica-tion in a fashion which if accepted by the Commission, will cause the interest of Airporter to be satisfied and withdraw its inter-vention.

B. Also on May 19, 1997, Applicant and Intervenors Colorado Transportation Services, Inc., doing business as Ameri-can Cab Company of Denver and American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC (collectively “American Cab”) filed their Stipula-tion for Amendment of Application and for Withdrawal of Interven-tion.  Similarly, by this stipulation Applicant seeks to amend the application in a fashion which, if accepted by the Commis-sion, will satisfy the interest of American Cab and cause it to withdraw its intervention.

C. The amendment suggested by the Applicant essentially withdraws its request for call-and-demand limousine service.  The amendment is restrictive in nature, administratively enforceable, and it is accepted.  The interventions of American Cab and Air-porter should be dismissed.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulations for Amendment of Application for Withdrawal of Intervention filed May 19, 1997 are granted.  The application in its amended form is as follows:

For an extension of operations to include the trans-portation of

passengers and their baggage, on schedule, 

between points in El Paso County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and points in Boulder County, State of Colorado, on the other hand, via Interstate 25, Inter-state 225, Interstate 70, U.S. Highway 36, or any com-bination of said highways serving only the following intermediate and off-route points:


(a)
All hotels and motels within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado;


(b)
All points on and within  one (1) mile of Interstate 225;


(c)
The Hilton Inn South, located at 7801 East Orchard Road, Englewood, Colorado; and


(d)
All points within Castle Rock, Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

Restricted to serving points named in the carrier’s filed schedule.

The interventions of Boulder Airporter, Inc., Colorado Transpor-tation Services, Inc., doing business as American Cab Company of Denver, and American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC, are dismissed.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
