I. STATEMENT

A. 
By Decision No. C97-158, February 18, 1997, this application was granted.  Ordering paragraph number 4. of that decision conditioned the grant of a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to the Applicant upon its filing a proper tariff and paying the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Applicant was given 60 days to accomplish this.


B.
On May 21, 1997 Applicant filed a request for an extension of time to comply with Decision No. C97-l58.  Applicant did not make the required filings within the time period, although all proper filings have now been made.  A review of the Commission’s file indicates that a temporary authority was issued to the Applicant.  Applicant states that it was confused and did not realize additional filings were required, perhaps due to the issuance of the temporary authority.


C.
The request for additional time is untimely, since it is not filed within 60 days of Decision C97-158.  Nonetheless, the undersigned will modify Decision No. C97-158 under § 40-6-112, C.R.S., to allow the Applicant until May 30, 1997 to make all proper filings.

Decision No. C97-158 is hereby modified.  Applicant shall have until May 30, 1997 to comply with all the requirements of ordering paragraph number 4. of that Decision.
