I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. The formal complaint in this matter was filed on December 9, 1996, against several respondents, including U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), by the Palmer Lake Sanitation District (“PLSD”).  The Respondents other than USWC were dis-missed from the case, and the matter went to hearing before Administrative Law Judge Lisa D. Hamilton-Fieldman, who issued a Recommended Decision Resolving Complaint, R97-468, on May 8, 1997.

B. On May 23, 1997, PLSD filed a motion for extension of time to file exceptions, citing as grounds the unavailability of the transcript.  On May 29, 1997, USWC filed a response to the motion, stating that it did not object to the extension of time.  As the Commission requires a transcript in order to review a decision on exceptions, it is reasonable to allow an appellant adequate time to have the transcript prepared and filed.  PLSD may file its exceptions no later than 14 days after the official transcript is filed with the Commission.
II. ORDER

A. It is  Ordered That:

1. The motion for extension of time to file excep-tions filed by Complainant Palmer Lake Sanitation District on May 23, 1997, is granted.  Palmer Lake Sanitation District shall file its exceptions to Decision No. R97-468 no later than 14 days after the official transcript is filed with the Commission.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
