I. statement

A. This application was filed on May 1, 1997 by Applicant Charles C. Grillo Corporation, doing business as Excursions Lim-ousine Service (“Excursions”).  The Commission gave notice of the application on May 5, 1997.  Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (“Alpine Taxi”), and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (“Home James”) timely filed interventions on May 19, 1997.

B. On June 9, 1997, Excursions, Alpine Taxi, and Home James filed their Joint Motion for Acceptance of Restrictive Amendment.  By this motion, the Applicant seeks to amend the application in a fashion which if accepted by the Commission, will satisfy the interests of Alpine Taxi and Home James.  Spe-cifically, Applicant seeks to amend the authority against provid-ing transportation service to or from Routt and Grand Counties.  Such an amendment is restrictive in nature, administratively enforceable, and it is accepted.  The interventions of Alpine Taxi and Home James should be dismissed.

C. On June 11, 1997, Excursions and Intervenor Black Hawk Central Ace Express, Inc. (“Ace Express”), filed their Stipula-tion for Amendment to Application and Withdrawal of Intervention.  Excursions and Ace Express seek to amend the application as fol-lows:

Applicant amends this application to exclude Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado.

D. Also on June 11, 1997, Excursions and Intervenor Ramblin’ Express, Inc. (“Ramblin’ Express”), filed their Stipula-tion for Amendment to Application and Withdrawal of Intervention.  By this stipulation, Applicant seeks to amend the application as follows:

Applicant amends this application to exclude Cripple Creek, Colorado.

Both of these stipulations suggest that if the amendments to the application are accepted, the interventions may be deemed with-drawn.

E. The territory sought to be served by the application as noticed on May 5, 1997, was between all points within the Coun-ties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, Boulder, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado.  Assuming that the proposed amendments are to restrict against service to or from the named locations, the amendments are restrictive in nature, administra-tively enforceable, and accepted.  The restrictions are slightly reworded as set forth below.  The interventions of Ace Express and Ramblin’ Express should be dismissed.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion for Acceptance of Restrictive Amendment filed June 9, 1997 by Charles C. Grillo Corporation, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., is granted.  The Stipulations for Amendment to Application filed June 11, 1997 by Charles Grillo Corporation, Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, and Ramblin’ Express, Inc., are accepted.

2. The application in its amended form is as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage

between all points within the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, Boulder, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


(1)
To providing service for only Travelers Assistance Program Corporation, P.O. Box 492078, Denver, Colorado, 80249, and Premiere Corporate Events Services, P.O. Box 370246, Denver, Colorado, 80237;


(2)
To the use of Rolls Royce, Cadillac, or Lincoln Towne Car vehicles, as well as 15 passenger vans and 6 passenger mini-vans;


(3)
Against providing service to or from Routt and Grand Counties, Colorado;


(4)
Against providing service to or from Cripple Creek, Colorado;


(5)
Against providing service to or from Black Hawk, Colorado; and


(6)
Against providing service to or from Central City, Colorado.

3. The interventions of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, Inc., and Ramblin’ Express, Inc., are dismissed.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
