I. statement

A. This application was filed on April 10, 1997, and the Commission gave notice of it on April 16, 1997.  By that same notice and order, the matter was set for a hearing to be held on July 18, 1997.  Also, all intervenor testimony and exhibits were ordered to be filed ten days prior to the first day of hearing.

B. On July 8, 1997, Staff of the Commission filed its Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and Motion to Shorten Response Time.  In this motion, Staff states that Staff and the Applicant Excel Telecommunications, Inc., have reached an agree-ment in principle on all issues in the docket.  Staff suggests that rather than preparing testimony, Staff should prepare a stipulation and settlement agreement.  Staff suggests that either its testimony and exhibits or a written and final settlement agreement be filed no later than July 16, 1997.  Further, if the settlement agreement is filed, Staff need not filed exhibits and testimony.

C. Staff does not indicate whether U S WEST Communica-tions, Inc. (“U S WEST”), the other party to this proceeding supports the motion.  Nonetheless, the Motion to Shorten Response Time will be granted as will the Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule.  The procedures outlined shall apply to all parties, including U S WEST.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Intervenors to this proceeding shall file either testimony or a settlement agreement to which they are a party no later than July 16, 1997.  Any settlement agreement needs to specifically address managerial fitness in light of Federal Communications Commission File No. ENF-95-15, NAL/Account No. 516EF0005, and Florida Public Service Commission Docket No. 950468-TI.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
