I. statement

A. On July 8, 1997, Applicant Four Winds, Inc., doing business as Peoples Choice Transportation, Inc. (“Peoples Choice”), filed its Motion to Strike Intervention of Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”).  As grounds for the motion, Peoples Choice contends that a restriction contained in PUC No. 14314L1 precludes CTI from offering the service sought to be provided under this application.  On July 11, 1997, CTI responded.  Much of the discussion in the motion and the response center around a restriction concerning hotels and motels.  However, this discus-sion is moot.  In Decision No. C97-639, July 3, 1997, ordering paragraph no. 6, this Commission specifically found that CTI is authorized to provide the service which is the subject of this application.  Therefore the Motion to Strike Intervention is denied.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Strike Intervention of Casino Trans-portation, Inc., filed July 8, 1997 by Four Winds, Inc., doing business as Peoples Choice Transportation, Inc., is denied.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
