I. statement

A. This application was filed on May 30, 1997 and the Commission gave notice of it on June 6, 1997.  The notice allowed interested persons 30 days to attempt to intervene in this proceeding.

B. On June 18, 1997, Carl Oppedahl filed his Petition to Intervene.  Oppedahl states that he is a potential customer and user of the Local Area Data Service (“LADS”) which is the subject of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed.  The petition should be granted.

C. On June 23, 1997, ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), filed its Petition to Intervene.  ICG states that it is a cer-tificated telecommunications provider offering local exchange service on its own facilities and on a resale basis, and that it has an interest in this docket.  No response to the petition was filed, and the petition is granted.

D. On July 1, 1997 a Petition for Leave to Intervene was filed by “Jack Rickard, d/b/a Boardwatch Magazine, Inc.”  The Petitioner states that it has leased a LADS circuit from U S WEST Communications, Inc., since March 27, 1997 and that some of its employees plan to lease LADS circuits in the future in connection with their employment.  Therefore Petitioner seeks to intervene.

E. The identity of the Petitioner is unclear.  While the Petitioner has stated good grounds, the Petition for Leave to Intervene must be supplemented with a clarification indicating whether Jack Rickard, an individual person, or Boardwatch Magazine, Inc., a corporate entity, is the Petitioner.  Peti-tioner will have ten days from the effective date of this Order to supplement its intervention.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition for Leave to Intervene filed June 18, 1997 by Carl Oppedahl is granted.

2. The Petition to Intervene filed June 23, 1997 by ICG Telecom Group, Inc., is granted.

3. The Petition for Leave to Intervene filed by “Jack Rickard, d/b/a Boardwatch Magazine, Inc.” will be granted, subject to the Petitioner clarifying its identity within ten days of the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
