I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A.
This application by King’s Deer Telephone Company, Inc. (“King’s Deer”), to be designated as an eligible telecommunica-tions carrier, an eligible provider, a carrier of last resort for the King’s Deer Telephone Company Exchange, and as eligible to receive support from the Colorado High Cost Fund, was filed on March 13, 1997, with supplemental information and clarifications filed on April 18, 1997, and May 20, 1997.  The Commission noticed the application to the public on March 19, 1997, and set the matter for hearing on June 19, 1997.  By Decision No. R97-609-I, the application was deemed complete and the matter was reset for hearing on July 8, 1997, on the Applicant’s motion.

B.
The parties then engaged in settlement negotiations, but determined that there are issues of first impression raised in this docket which should be resolved addressed through the Commission’s decision making process.  The parties therefore joined in a unanimous motion to reset the matter to be heard on August 14, 1997.  This time frame is well within the statutory requirements for a decision in this matter, so the motion to reset the hearing will be granted.  Response time to motions in this docket is shortened to seven calendar days.  The parties are reminded that all filings must be accompanied by a certificate of service documenting that all other parties, including the Commis-sion’s Staff, have also been served with the filing.
