I. statement

This application was filed on April 15, 1997, and the Commission gave notice of it on April 21, 1997.  Timely interventions were filed by Boulder Airporter, Inc. (“Airporter”); North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc. (“North Denver”); Mohammad Kahn and Iftikhar Khan, doing business as Broomfield Transportation (“Broomfield”); and by Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro Taxi”).

The intervention of North Denver was unconditionally withdrawn on May 9, 1997.  The intervention of Metro Taxi was unconditionally withdrawn on June 17, 1997.

By order and notice dated June 16, 1997, the matter was set for a hearing to be held on July 23, 1997 in a Commission hearing room in Denver, Colorado.

On July 22, 1997, Broomfield Transportation and the Applicant Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle (“Denver Shuttle”) filed their Stipulation for Amendment and Withdrawal of Intervention.  Applicant seeks to amend the application to exclude any points which are both east of Pecos Street and within a two-mile radius of the intersection of Pecos Street and U.S. Highway No. 36.  The proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, administratively enforceable, and it is accepted.  Broomfield Transportation states in the stipulation that if this amendment is accepted, its intervention may be deemed withdrawn.  Therefore the intervention of Broomfield Transportation is dismissed.

Also on July 22, 1997 Denver Shuttle filed its Motion To Vacate And Reschedule Hearing.  Denver Shuttle states that the only Intervenor remaining is Airporter.  An application has been filed with this Commission to sell Airporter’s authority to affiliates of the Applicant.  Airporter and the Applicant suggest that the pending purchase may allow for the possible settlement by the remaining parties to this docket without the need for a hearing.

Good grounds having been shown the hearing scheduled for July 23, 1997 will be vacated and rescheduled by the order below.

II. order

It Is Ordered That:

The stipulation for amendment and withdrawal of intervention filed July 22, 1997 by the Applicant and Broomfield Transportation, is accepted.  The application in its amended form is as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and neces-sity authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 2778 & I to include the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, on schedule and in call-and-demand limousine service,

between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all transient hotels and motels located within two miles of that portion of U.S. Hig-hway 36 between McCaslin Boulevard in Boulder County, and Pecos Avenue, in Adams County.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


(1)
The scheduled portion of this application is restricted to providing service to only those points named within the carrier’s filed schedule;


(2)
A transient hotel or motel is defined as a hotel or motel ordinarily reserving at least 50 rooms for the accommodation of the traveling public; and


(3)
Restricted against service to or from any points which are both east of Pecos Street and within a two-mile radius of the intersection of Pecos Street and U.S. Highway No. 36.
