I. statement

On June 11, 1997, Tony Allen Dassinger, doing business as Community Bus Lines (“Applicant”) filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

On June 16, 1997, the Commission issued notice of the application.  On June 30, 1997, the Commission renoticed the application as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limou-sine service,

between all points in the City and County of Denver, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Jefferson, and Fremont, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


(1)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capac-ity of not less than 20 passengers, excluding the driver; and


(2)
Each trip must originate in the City and County of Denver.

On June 26, 1997, Applicant filed the following restrictive amendments to the application:


1.
Delete the County of Fremont;


2.
Restricted against service to Denver Inter-national Airport, Greyhound Bus Terminals, Union Sta-tion, and the Jefferson County Airport;


3.
The service is restricted to the following clients and establishments:  North Denver Alliance; National Jewish Hospital; Children’s Hospital; Univer-sity Health Sciences Center; Agape Child Care, Good Neighbor Child Care; Mile High Child Care; Sewall Child Development Center and the Hope Center.

On July 2, 1997, Applicant filed a request to have Restriction No. 3 above read as follows:

Restricted to the following clients:  National Jewish Hospital; Children’s Hospital; University Health Sci-ences Center; Child Care Centers - in the City and County of Denver; Sewall Child Development and Hope Center.

Applicant also requested that the application be restrictively amended to restrict to service to persons 19 years of age and younger.

On July 11, 1997, Applicant filed a “correction to application” wherein he states the following:

In Restriction No. 2 it should read restricted from any and all service to and from Denver International Air-port, Greyhound Bus Terminals, Union Station, Jefferson County Airport; and

In Restriction No. 3 add North Denver Alliance to the list of clients to be served.

It is found that the proposed restrictive amendments are acceptable.

II. order

It Is Ordered That:

The restrictive amendments filed by Applicant Tony Allen Dassinger, doing business as Community Bus Lines are acceptable.  The application as restricted shall read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limou-sine service

between all points in the City and County of Denver, and between said points on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


(1)
To the use of vehicles with a seating capac-ity of not less than 20 passengers, excluding the driver;


(2)
Each trip must originate in the City and County of Denver;


(3)
Restricted against service to Denver Inter-national Airport, Greyhound Bus Terminals, Union Sta-tion, and the Jefferson County Airport;


(4)
Restricted to transportation for the follow-ing named entities:  North Denver Alliance; National Jewish Hospital; Children’s Hospital; University Health Sciences Center; Child Care Centers - in the City and County of Denver; Sewall Child Development and Hope Center; and


(5)
Restricted to service to persons 19 years of age and younger.

This Order is effective immediately.
