I. statement

By Decision No. R97-707-I, July 17, 1997, it was noted that a Petition for Leave to Intervene had been filed by “Jack Rickard, d/b/a Boardwatch Magazine, Inc.”  The decision noted that while the petitioner had stated good grounds, the petition needed to be supplemented to clarify whether Jack Rickard, an individual person, or Boardwatch Magazine, Inc.
