I. statement

On July 9, 1997, North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed an amendment to its application and a motion to Strike the Intervention of Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”).  Applicant requests that its application be amended to exclude all transportation within the scope of Golden West’s authorized service territory pursuant to its Certificate of Pub-lic Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14314.

On July 24, 1997, Golden West filed its Reply in Oppo-sition to Applicant’s motion to strike intervention.  Golden West states that this is the second motion to strike the intervention of Golden West.  Golden West responds that as the application is currently structured, it continues to conflict with parts of the Golden West operating territory.  Golden West also requests an award of attorney’s fees asserting that Applicant’s previous motion to strike was denied.

From the statements of Applicant in its motion to amend the application, it is clear that Applicant intends to amend its application to eliminate overlapping territory in conflict with Golden West. Applicant must be more specific in crafting an amendment to the application.  Applicant is requested to supply the Commission with an amendment containing precise geographical boundaries, perhaps after consultation with Golden West’s coun-sel, and submit same to the Commission for consideration.  The Motion for Attorney’s Fees filed by Golden West will be denied.

On July 23, 1997, Applicant and Intervenor Colorado Tour Line, LLC (“CTL”) filed a Stipulation for Amendment to Application.  Applicant moves to restrict its application against transportation of passengers in charter or sightseeing service.  CTL withdraws its intervention on the condition on the Commission approving the restrictive amendment.

It is found that the amendment in restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  The restrictive amend-ment is accepted.

It Is Ordered That:

The motion of North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., filed on July 9, 1997 to amend its application and to strike the intervention of Golden West Commuter, LLC is denied.

The motion of Golden West Commuter, LLC for attor-ney’s fees is denied.

The restrictive amendment filed on July 23, 1997 by North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., and Colorado Tour Line, LLC is accepted.

This Order is effective immediately.
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
