I. sTATEMENT

A. The various cases listed on the attached Appendix A were commenced by a notice of hearing and order to show cause mailed July 14, 1997, advising the named respondents that the Commission was in possession of information that their various insurance policies were about to lapse.  In the notice, the par-ties were advised that hearing in this matter was scheduled for July 28, 1997, 1:30 p.m., at the Commission’s hearing room in Denver.

B. At that time and place, there was no appearance by, or on behalf of, any of the named respondents.  Ms. Marsha Nemo appeared and testified on behalf of the staff of the Commission.

C. The only evidence of record is that the respondents listed in the attached Appendix A no longer have effective insur-ance on file as required by the various statutes applicable to their particular operations, and this agency is left with no dis-cretion but to revoke the authorities.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

The operating authority of the respondents listed in the attached Appendix A are revoked as of the effective date of this order.

Paragraph no. 1 shall be void and each indi-vidual’s case dismissed if he or she files the required certifi-cates before the effective date of this order, which insurance is required to cover without lapse the entire period for which insurance is required.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
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
