I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. This is an application by Applicant Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., doing business as Skip’s Taxi & Shuttle Service, Inc. (“Skip’s Taxi”), to extend operations under Cer-tificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 26871.  The matter was originally set for hearing on June 11, 1997, and was then continued pursuant to a joint motion until August 20 and 21, 1997, to permit ongoing settlement negotiations.  The Applicant has now filed a second motion to continue the hearing, on the grounds that settlement negotiations between the parties have not been completed.  The motion states that the Intervenor’s counsel does not object to the further continuance and acknowledges the Applicant’s previous waiver of the statutory time limits appli-cable to this application.

B. Ordinarily the Administrative Law Judge would be reluc-tant to grant a further continuance.  However, given the waiver, the acquiescence of the Intervenor, and the possibility that the additional continuance could eliminate the need for the hearing, the motion will be granted, and the matter will be reset accord-ingly.  No further continuances will be granted.  If no set-tlement has been reached and the Applicant is not ready to proceed to hearing in October, its application will be dismissed.

II. ORDER

A. It is  Ordered That:

1. The motion to continue hearing date filed on August 7, 1997, is granted.  The hearing in this matter is rescheduled as follows:
