I. statement and order

A. By information submitted by staff, it appears that the grant in this matter issued June 6, 1997 is confusing to Mr. Timmons’ employees.  Pertinently, that language in the grant which calls for the provision of call-and-demand limousine serv-ice between all points within a certain described area, and between that area on the one hand and all points in the City and County of Denver on the other hand, has been mistakenly inter-preted to provide for point-to-point service within the City and County of Denver.

B. Since point-to-point service within the City and County of Denver was never a part of the application, it is unclear to this office why the June 6, 1997 grant is being read in that man-ner.  Suffice it to say, all ambiguity can be removed by simply removing the s from the word ”areas,” and the comma between the words “hand” and “and.”  Accordingly, to eliminate ambiguities and avoid confusion that can lead to expensive civil penalty assessment notices, ordering paragraph no. 1 of Decision No. R97-571, June 6, 1997, is proposed to read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limou-sine service

between all points within the following described area on the one hand:  beginning at the intersection of U.S. Highway 6 and Colorado Highway 58, thence south-west along an imaginary line to the intersection of Interstate Highway 70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Moun-tain; thence west along Interstate 70 to the Georgetown Exit; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of Park County Road 64B and U.S. High-way 285 at Bailey, Colorado; thence northeast along U.S. Highway 285 to Interstate Highway 470; thence north along Interstate Highway 470 to Interstate High-way 70; thence north along Interstate Highway 70 to U.S. Highway 6; thence northwest along U.S. Highway 6 to the point of beginning; and between said points and all points in the City and County of Denver on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

This certificate is restricted against providing serv-ice which either originates or terminates in Golden, Colorado.

Pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S., notice is hereby given of the Commission’s intent to modify Decision No. R97-571 as set forth above.  If Mr. Robert Timmons wishes a hearing he is ordered to respond in writing within 15 days of the mailing date of this notice and order.  Failure to request a hearing will result in the modification listed in paragraph B being entered.
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
