I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. This application for authority to increase the number of taxicabs operated under PUC Certificate No. 53680 was filed by Applicant Colorado Transportation Services, Inc., doing business as American Cab Company of Denver, Inc., on May 27, 1997.  One intervention was timely filed by Denver Taxi LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800 BLUE VAN, Boulder Taxi LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle Airport Van, Denver Shuttle LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle, and Shuttle Associates LLC, doing business as Denver Airporter, and one late intervention, by Metro Taxi, Inc., was permitted by Decision No. R97-769-I.  The matter was set for hearing on August 29, 1997.

B. On the afternoon of August 27, 1997, attorney Richard Bara, who had not entered an appearance for any party in the docket at that time, contacted the Administrative Law Judge to inform her that the attorney and chief witness for the Appli-cant, Duane Kamins, was ill and could not proceed with the hearing on August 29, 1997.  Following that phone call, on August 28, 1997, Mr. Bara filed a motion for substitution of counsel, a motion to continue the hearing, and, under seal, a statement from Mr. Kamins’ doctor concerning Mr. Kamins’ illness.  Counsel for the intervenors did not object to the continuance under the circumstances, and cooperated with Mr. Bara in sug-gesting possible dates for hearing.
C. Having reviewed the Applicant’s filings, the Admin-istrative Law Judge concluded that good cause existed for the continuance, and verbally granted the motion.  That decision is hereby reaffirmed, and the application is set for hearing as set forth below.  Mr. Bara’s entry of appearance on behalf of the Applicant is accepted.  Pending motions for acceptance of late-filed witness and exhibit lists are dismissed as moot; the new deadline for all parties to file witness and exhibit lists is September 30, 1997.  The subpoenas issued in this docket will be continued; the party who originally issued the subpoena shall inform the witness of the new date, time, and location for the hearing.
II. ORDER

A. It is  Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Substitution of Counsel and for Continuance filed by Colorado Transportation Services, Inc., doing business as American Cab Company of Denver, Inc., on August 28, 1997, is granted.  Hearing in this matter is resched-uled as follows:
