I. statement

A. On September 3, 1997, TCG Colorado; AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; MCImetro Access Transmission Sys-tems, Inc.; WorldCom, Inc.; and ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“the CLECs”) filed a Motion for an Extension of Time to File Excep-tions and Request to Waive or Shorten Response Time.  The CLECs state that exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R97-838 are due on or before September 9, 1997.
