I. statement

On August 22, 1997, the City of Boulder (“Boulder”) filed its Intervention of Right or in the Alternative Motion of the City of Boulder to Intervene.  Boulder seeks to intervene in this proceeding and states as grounds that it was an active par-ticipant in the original merger proceeding of which this pro-ceeding is an outgrowth.  It further states that it owns six fully-operational qualifying cogeneration and small power produc-tion facilities and is presently developing additional qualifying facilities.  Boulder is party to a franchise agreement with Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”).  It also purchases electric energy from Public Service.  The peti-tion states adequate grounds for intervention.

The petition is untimely by one day.  However, the petition states good grounds for the untimeliness and therefore the petition will be granted.
