I. statement

A. On September 8, 1997, Applicant Hy-Mountain Transporta-tion, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, filed its Motion for Protective Order and for Striking Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents.  By this motion the Appli-cant seeks to be relieved of its obligation to respond to certain discovery served on it by a group of luxury limousine operators (“Luxury Limousine Group”).

B. By separate decision, Decision No. R97-919, the inter-vention of the Luxury Limousine Group was dismissed.  Therefore it is appropriate to strike the interrogatories and requests for production of documents served on the Applicant by the Luxury Limousine Group.

II. order

It Is Ordered That:

The Motion for Protective Order and for Striking the Interrogatories and Request for Production of Documents filed September 8, 1997 by the Applicant is granted.  The interroga-tories and request for production of documents served on the Applicant by the Luxury Limousine Group are stricken and Appli-cant has no obligation to respond in any way.
