I. statement

By order and notice mailed August 27, 1997, applicant was advised that the language in the grant of authority pre-viously given in Decision No. R97-571, June 6, 1997, was going to be modified so as to eliminate any latent ambiguity regarding the territory to be served.

Pertinently, it appears that certain employees of the applicant are confusing the language in the original grant to provide for transportation service between all points in the City and County of Denver, when point-to-point service within Denver was never a part of the application to begin with, and was not a part of the original grant.

In the August 27, 1997 notice, applicant was advised that if he wished to have a hearing regarding the modification to the original grant, he was to respond in writing within 15 days of the mailing date of that notice.  The file in this matter reflects no response by, or on behalf of, the applicant.  Accord-ingly, an appropriate order will enter.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

Ordering paragraph no. 1 of Decision No. R97-571, June 6, 1997, is hereby modified to read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limou-sine service

between all points within the following described area on the one hand:  beginning at the intersection of U.S. Highway 6 and Colorado Highway 58, thence south-west along an imaginary line to the intersection of Interstate Highway 70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Moun-tain; thence west along Interstate 70 to the Georgetown Exit; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of Park County Road 64B and U.S. High-way 285 at Bailey, Colorado; thence northeast along U.S. Highway 285 to Interstate Highway 470; thence north along Interstate Highway 470 to Interstate High-way 70; thence north along Interstate Highway 70 to U.S. Highway 6; thence northwest along U.S. Highway 6 to the point of beginning; and between said points and all points in the City and County of Denver on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

This certificate is restricted against providing serv-ice which either originates or terminates in Golden, Colorado.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
