I. statement, findings, and conclusions

The Captioned Application was filed On March 18, 1997.

On March 24, 1997, the Commission issued notice of the application as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing the sale of capital stock in and to Casino Coach, Inc., P.O. Box 2308, Frisco, Colorado 80443, record owner and operator of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 49225 and 49180 and Permit No. B-9796, from Jim R. Bebee, 842 North Summit Boulevard, Frisco, Colorado 80443, to Ted Ketterling, 10000 Ryan Gulch Road, Silverthorne, Colorado 80498.  The transfer shall be accomplished by an exchange of stock as fully described in the application.  The Applicants are also requesting that the Commission authorize an encumbrance of the certificates and permit in favor of Jim R. Bebee, 842 North Summit Boulevard, Frisco, Colorado 80443.

The Commission scheduled this matter for hearing for June 19, 1997.

No notices of intervention were filed.

On June 13, 1997, Applicant filed a Motion to Vacate the Hearing and for an extension of time to and including July 19, 1997 in which to file amended documents supporting the application and verification.

The motion was granted in Interim Order No. R97-631-I.  Applicant was granted an extension of time to and including July 19, 1997 in which to file amended documents and verification in order that this matter may proceed pursuant to the Commis-sion’s Modified Procedure.

The official file of the Commission discloses that Applicant has failed to file the necessary amended documents sup-porting the application and verification.

Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. order

The Commission Orders That:

The application is dismissed for the failure of Applicant to timely prosecute the case. 

Docket No. 97A-134CP is closed.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
